Standard 1: The causes and consequences of political revolutions in the late 18th and 19th centuries.



	Content Overview   

This section covers the formation of Western European world empires, the global expansion of Christianity, the formation of ideologies based on individual liberty, guaranteed property rights, republican principles, and economic competition, along with other ideologies based on egalitarianism, collectivism, and socialist principals.  It explores the Industrial Revolution and the increased standard of living brought about by the market economy. The ideas of the American Revolution that had great influence on other nations such as the French and subsequently on the Greeks, the  Belgians, the  Germans, the Italians, the Irish, the Austrians, Haitians, South Americans, and Cubans.  It also investigates the effects of industrialization and the market economy on Japan and Russia.

	Essential Questions 

What factors led to the emergence of the British Empire as the largest, wealthiest, and most powerful empire in world history for over 150 years?

Why did Adam Smith insist that governments should keep their hands off the national economy?

Why did the market economy in Western Europe lead to an increased standard of living for nearly the entire Western European population from 1750 to 1914?

Why is the American Revolution considered a success that led to a prosperous republic based on constitutionally guaranteed individual rights and guaranteed property right, while the French Revolution is considered a failure that led to a brutal “Reign of Terror” and Napoleonic despotism?

How did the concepts of Natural Law and Natural Rights lead to revolutions in places like the United States, France, Haiti, Venezuela, and Cuba?

What was the effect of Marxism on Europe at this time?       

How was Japan able to modernize from a closed society, without firearms, into a world economic and military power by the end of the nineteenth-century?

How did Christianity, particularly Roman Catholicism (even within the British Empire), expand to become a truly global religion during the 18th and 19th centuries?

What were the major differences between nineteenth-century Russian Serfdom and American Slavery?

How did Russia become the “Breadbasket of Europe” and the fourth most industrialized nation in the world by the turn of the twentieth century?

	Assessment
You are to present a talk at a Philosophy Conference at Harvard on the French Philosophies who were the major philosophers of this period.  They believed that all problems could be solved through the use of reason. Your talk will be on the three major ideas of the Philosophies. which were progress, deism, and tolerance.  You will use sources to present a one- or two-page review to be presented to the class.  Assess student work based on validity of the written work and quality of the oral presentation.  Use rubric for assessing the work.
Students visualize the picture that Galileo saw in his new telescope (mountains on the moon, small planets revolving around Jupiter) and draw what they think he saw. They then must explain the great significance of this to the cosmology of that time in history (vastness of the universe). Students draw a picture of what they think Galileo saw in his telescope (work with art teachers or use a drawing program to complete the assignment.).  Use a rubric to assess the student work.
