Who are notable African Americans (e.g. Harriet Tubman, Fredrick Douglas and George Washington Carver) who have contributed to development of American history?  Why are the contributions important? 
Who are notable American Indians(e.g. Sacajewa and Squanto) who have contributed to development of American history?  What are the contributions? 
What are the places of American history and why are they important?
