	Purpose and Overview:
The purpose of this lesson is for students to use the Internet to research style, format, and subject matter for writing Japanese Haiku fall poems.  Additionally, students will be able to use their eBoards (on the Internet) to share favorite poems with family and keypals.



	Instructional Activity:
Note:  Teacher may choose to do the fall Haiku during any season of the year.
Topic:  Fall Haiku

1. Teacher should provide background information related to the Japanese Haiku poem, as well as make connections to students’ prior knowledge about poetry form.  Graphic or visual organizers are excellent tools for use with this activity.
2. Ask students to research the Haiku, using teacher chosen Internet sites posted on their grade level eBoard.  Then have the class discuss the results of their Internet research to discover common patterns and subject matter of Haiku poems. 
3. Teacher should assist students with creating a simple rubric to help them evaluate their fall Haikus. (Review tips for easy rubric creation: create (100 point) rubric statement; copy & paste as (75), (50), (25) /edit statement to reflect points earned by content of product.)
4. Next, the class should work collaboratively to create and write sample fall Haikus, with a focus on practicing the 5-7-5 syllable Haiku poem pattern.
5. Students should brainstorm ideas for creating an attractive page layout for writing their Haiku with word processing.
6. Then have students keyboard their Haikus using word processing and illustrate Haiku with graphics.
7. Students must utilize their scoring rubric to proofread their Haiku projects.
8. Finally, students will publish their illustrated Haiku projects, and display them on bulletin boards and their online eBoard.



	Assessment Strategies:  Scoring Rubrics

1.  Researching Haiku on the Internet Rubric:

(25Points) Students discovered style format and subject matter of Haiku on Internet sites: the 5-7-5 syllable Haiku pattern not followed; nature is the topic of the poem; appropriate graphics enhance Haiku

(100 Points) Student followed 5-7-5 syllable Haiku pattern; Haiku format is attractive and easy to read; nature is the topic of the poem; appropriate graphics illustrate Haiku 

(75 Points) Student followed 5-7-5 syllable Haiku pattern; Haiku format is attractive and easy to read; nature is the topic of the poem; no appropriate graphics illustrate Haiku

(50 Points) Student followed 5-7-5 syllable Haiku pattern; Haiku format is attractive and easy to read; nature is not the topic of the poem; appropriate graphics illustrate Haiku

(25 Points) Student did not follow 5-7-5 syllable Haiku pattern; Haiku format is not attractive and easy to read; nature is the topic of the poem; appropriate graphics illustrate Haiku
