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Changes to Substitute Teacher Requirements1 
(N.J.A.C. 6A:9B-7) 

 

Background 
On November 4 2015, the State Board of Education adopted updates to a range of teacher preparation and certification 
requirements, including substitute requirements. The goal of limiting uncertified substitute teachers is to complement 
more rigorous initial and standard certification proposals.

Can be extended from 60 instructional days 
to entire year* 

 
* If a teaching position becomes vacant due to a permanent departure (i.e. retirement or resignation), the district must fill it as 
soon as possible but no later than 45 calendar days after the vacancy’s posting (or 60 calendar days for good cause shown).
