In response to questions regarding an applicant’s eligibility to apply for the TALENT21 grant, as noted in section 1.2.1 and in Appendix A, the following language is an addendum to clarify the definition of “high-need local education agency.” 

MODIFIED LANGUAGE

1.2.1 What is a “high-need local educational agency”?



A “high-need local educational agency” is a Local Educational Agency (LEA) among those LEAs in New Jersey that are equal to or above the state median of children living in poverty

AND

Has one or more schools with grade levels 6, 7 or 8 where the number of students is greater than zero as identified in the NJ Standards Measurement and Resource for Teaching (NJ SMART) data warehouse

AND

Includes one or more schools identified as in need of improvement (based on the Schools Identified as in Need of Improvement and Yearly Status 2008-2009 on the NJ Department of Education’s website at:  http://www.nj.gov/education/title1/accountability/ayp/0809/) with:
· a school improvement status of year two, year three or year four for SY 2008-09, and
· a no HOLD status as designated by an “H” in the HOLD column



OR 
Is a 2008-2009 district identified for improvement on the NJ Department of Education’s website at: http://www.nj.gov/education/title1/accountability/ayp/0809/) and does not have a HOLD status.

Has a substantial need for assistance in using technology as determined by the 2008 New Jersey School Technology Survey or through the 2007-08 Collaborative Assessment and Planning for Achievement (CAPA) review process with a technology indicator score of three or less.
