Title I, Part D, Subpart 1 – State Agencies
FY 2009 N & D Plan

State agencies that receive Title I, Part D, Subpart 1 funds must submit a FY 2009 N & D Plan as follows.  The narrative should be double-spaced, no more than five pages maximum total. 

1. Describe the overall N&D program and its relation to the state agency.  Specify program activities and sites.

2. Describe the procedures used to assess the educational needs of students to be served with N&D funds.

3. Using school year 2005-2006 as a base year, describe your three-year evaluation plan and timeline for completion.

a. Each state agency that conducts an N&D program must evaluate the program, disaggregating data on participation by gender, race, ethnicity, and age, not less than once every three (3) years, to determine the program’s impact on the ability of participants to: 

i. Maintain and improve educational achievement;

ii. Accrue school credits that meet State requirements for grade promotion and secondary school graduation;

iii. Make the transition to a regular program or the education program operated by the LEA;

iv. Complete secondary school (or secondary school equivalency requirements); and

v. Obtain employment after leaving the institution.  

In conducting each evaluation, a State agency shall use multiple and appropriate measures of student progress.  

4. Describe how the State agency encourages facilities receiving this funding to coordinate the sharing of appropriate academic records with students’ LEA’s or other schools.

5. Describe how the State agency provides appropriate professional development to teachers and other staff.

6. Describe how the State agency endeavors to coordinate with businesses for training and mentoring for participating students.

7. Describe any additional services provided to students with these funds, such as career counseling, distance learning, assistance in securing student loans, etc.
