Burlington County Institute of Technology (BCIT), a career and technical district of innovateNJ, initiated an Option II program 
through the implementation of three hybrid-based courses; classes blended with face-to-face and synchronous online meetings. 
The Option II program, which serves as New Jersey's alternate credit program for high school students, allows students to take 
advantage of electives or special program courses to enrich learning beyond the traditional school day.  
 
In the first year, BCIT originally planned to launch two hybrid courses. But due to the overwhelming demand from students, they 
decided to start three courses: Human Behavior, Forensic Science, and Topic in Hispanic Culture. All three courses are filled to 
capacity. Class structures are student-led and inquiry-based and all participating students are issued a Chromebook. This month. 
BCIT will incorporate Advanced Placement hybrid courses into its block schedule. Students meet twice a week for online, 
synchronous sessions. 
 
BCIT has received strong positive feedback from students and teachers alike. Most students agreed that they would participate in 
another hybrid course and would recommend to their peers to do the same. With progressive qualitative and quantitative results, 
BCIT will continue to sustain and expand their Option II program.
