RESOLUTION FOR APPOINTMENT

STATE DISTRICT SUPERINTENDENT FOR THE

STATE-OPERATED SCHOOL DISTRICT OF THE CITY OF CAMDEN


WHEREAS, on June 5, 2013, the New Jersey State Board of Education issued an Administrative Order creating the State-Operated School District in the City of Camden effective June 25, 2013; and


WHEREAS, upon State intervention, and pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:7A-15 and N.J.S.A. 18A:7A-15.1, the Commissioner of Education may recommend to the State Board of Education the appointment of a State District Superintendent of schools in the State-Operated School District of the City of Camden; and 


WHEREAS, an interim State District Superintendent was appointed June 25, 2013, upon State intervention in the State-Operated School District of Camden; and


WHEREAS, after a national and comprehensive search for a new State District Superintendent, a search committee has identified Paymon Rouhanifard as the best candidate to serve as the Camden State District Superintendent; and
WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Education has affirmed the decision of the search committee and hereby recommends the appointment of Paymon Rouhanifard to serve as the Camden State District Superintendent; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that, subject to an employment contract, the New Jersey State Board of Education hereby approves the appointment of Paymon Rouhanifard as the State District Superintendent of the State-Operated School District of the City of Camden effective August 29, 2013.
