Did you know?
· Blood is needed all 365 days of the year.

· In 2007, New Jersey used 45,269 more units of blood than it collected.
· Over the past 10 years New Jersey has consistently collected less blood than it used. 
· New Jersey turned to other states to meet its blood supply needs. Now these states are experiencing shortages of their own.

· Sixty percent of New Jerseyans are eligible to donate blood, yet only 2.5 percent do so on a routine basis.  

· If we could increase donor participation to the national average of 5 percent, we would eliminate New Jersey’s blood shortage.
· Nine out of 10 people will need blood some time in their lives.

· Blood is in constant demand for treatment of injuries, cancer, hemophilia, and for use during surgery.

· One pint of blood from a single donor may save 3 lives.

About Donating Blood

· To give blood a person must:

· Be at least 17 years old 

· Be in good health

· Weigh at least 110 pounds

· Some people taking certain medications or having certain health conditions are ineligible to donate blood.

· Trained technicians oversee the donation process and take the blood donation.

· The whole process, from registration through donation, takes only one hour.
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
