New Jersey is facing a severe and chronic blood shortage. We can save lives in New Jersey.  Sixty percent of New Jerseyans are eligible to donate blood, yet only 3.6 percent do so on a routine basis.  If we could increase donor participation to the national average of 5 percent, we would eliminate New Jersey’s blood shortage.
