New Jersey is facing a severe and chronic blood shortage.  To address the potential crisis, the New Jersey Workplace Blood Donor Coalition is calling upon businesses throughout the state to conduct more workplace blood drives and increase the number of people who routinely donate blood.
Sixty percent of New Jerseyans are eligible to donate blood, yet only 3.6 percent do so on a routine basis.  If we could increase donor participation to the national average of 5 percent, we would eliminate New Jersey’s blood shortage.

The SAVE 3 LIVES theme focuses on the fact that giving a pint of blood – the standard for blood donations – may save up to three lives.  Many people are quick to donate blood when a disaster occurs.  However, blood is in constant demand.  Nine out of 10 people will need blood some time in their lives.  New Jersey needs adequate supplies 365 days of the year to treat injuries, cancer, and hemophilia; and for use during surgery.
In 2008, New Jersey used 35,000 more units of blood than it collected.  For the past decade, the state has consistently collected less blood than it used.  Other states have been called upon to make up the deficit.  Now these states are experiencing shortages of their own.
